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“I remember moving the NEBC library to First Baptist
Church in South Portland in many trips with my station
wagon. Fortunately, there were only 9,000 volumes,
not the 15,000 we now have. NEBC has grown in stu-
dent body size from under 20 to almost 60, while be-
coming younger, with more unmarried students. I've
worked under four presidents and four academic
deans, and have taught at least ten children of former
students.

“A most encouraging aspect of long-term teaching in a
college like NEBC is getting to know the students per-
sonally in school and beyond. | see the impact of their
lives and ministries on our region every day since some
now serve as NEBC faculty, and another is a pastor in
my church. That, plus the community at NEBC, is in-
centive to continue.

“The College has become more financially stable, with
a refined and broadened curriculum. NEBC has grown
in service to the Christian community through our con-
ferences and seminars, as well as the ministries our
students and alumni perform in area churches.

“What has stayed the same? My bad classroom jokes
and difficult oral exams! Seriously, the college remains
committed to producing graduates who know, believe,
live, and teach the Bible and who serve the people of
their local churches in the love of Christ.”
