Personal QualificaƟons 

1Timothy 3:1-7 

Blameless:  He is not sinless, but he is above reproach.  There is nothing in his life that the 
enemy can lay hold of to ruin his witness or hinder the work. 

The Husband of One Wife:  Literally, a one-woman man. 

Temperate: Vigilant, the ability to make proper judgements and acƟons. 

Sober-minded: Singleness of purpose, well-balance, controlled and not given to excess. 

Good Behavior:  His conduct is to be orderly, respectable, and honorable (He is to be a 
gentleman). 

Hospitable: He should like to be with people and enjoy having them in his home. 

Able to Teach: Skillful, able and good at teaching. 

 



Not Given to Wine: Literally, not beside wine, to linger alongside and not a companion to it. 

Not Violent: Not one looking for a fight.  Not belligerent, or quarrelsome. He is not forceful in 
words or acƟons to get his way. 

Not Greedy of Money: He is not money-hungry or a lover of money.  Money is not his moƟve 
for ministry and he is free from greed. 

Gentle: His is gentle, peaceable, paƟent and one who cares for God’s sheep. 

Not Quarrelsome: Not looking to pick a fight, be contenƟous or argumentaƟve. 

Not Covetous:  He seeks to lay up treasure in Heaven. (1 Timothy 6:10) 

He is Head of his Home: One who rules his own house well, having his children in submission 
with all reverence (for if a man does not know how to rule his own house, how will he take care 
of the church of God?) 

Not a Novice: He is to be biblically mature. 

A Good TesƟmony: He should have a good tesƟmony before the unsaved.  He is generally 
favored in the community and the Lord is honored because of his tesƟmony.
